It is imperative
that SBCC supports visibility, dignity, and equality for all LGBTQ+ people in our academic and
local community. And locally we are grateful to organizations like SBCC Pride Program, Pacific
Pride Foundation, Santa Barbara Transgender Advocacy Network (SBTAN), PFLAG Santa Barbara;

WHEREAS, many advances have been made with respect to equitable treatment of
LGBTQ+ people, and it is important to acknowledge that the fight for justice and equality continues;
